   This window is in the direct line of vision of the 
congregation. The eyes are first drawn to the Crown of Thorns, 
which is surrounded by an array of brilliant colors showing the 
Blood He sacrificed for us.  
 

 

THE FOURTH WINDOW  
The Story of the Beautiful Stained Glass Windows 

of Spirit Life Worship Center Church of God 
by Lewis Menk 

 
   The lovely stained glass windows that grace our sanctuary 
were part of the original blueprints drawn up for this church. 
They were designed to tell the Story of Salvation by giving 
honor to the Trinity of God. Notice, too, that everywhere you 
look you can see a cross in the building’s design. This is on 
purpose. The pictorial representations are crystal lead glass, 
which show a more brilliant color than the regular glass 
around them. Thanks to Reverend Edmon Stallings for sharing 
the story behind the windows with us. 

 

   At the top is the Crown of Omnipotence—
the crown is surrounded by bright colors of 
creation.   
   The triangle enclosing the All-Seeing Eye of 
God represents the Trinity of the Father, Son 
and Holy Ghost.  This speaks to the greatness 
of God beyond the imagination of man.  God 
is all knowing and all seeing.  
   The Hand of God represents the power of 
creation. He suspended this world and the 
universe in space and put it in orbit by the 
power of His Word. 
 

The First Window (south) 
The Presence of God 
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   The candle has an aura around the flame and 
speaks of the Divinity of Christ—the Light of the 
World.  
   The Lamb and the Standard remind us that 
Christ is the Victorious, Conquering Lamb of 
God, slain from the foundation of the world.   
   Just as God provided the ram for Abraham and 
Isaac, He provided for Himself the sinless, 
spotless, perfect Sacrificial Lamb—the only 
Sacrifice worthy to fulfill the letter of the Law. It 
had to be thus. Anything less would have meant 
salvation could be purchased by works, 
positioning the creation above the Creator.  
   The Greek letters are AAAA & WWWW—Alpha and 
Omega.  Christ is Omega.  Christ is the Beginning and the End of all things.  

Nothing has ever “been” nor will anything ever “be” without 
Jesus the Christ. 
 
The Third Window (north): 
The Window of The Holy Ghost 
 

   The Holy Ghost is shown with the Crown of 
Power encircling the cross, thus testifying to the 
unity of the Trinity. 
   The Dove gives us the assurance that the full 
measure of the power of the Holy Ghost is never 
forced upon us, but with all meekness and 
gentleness He moves to guide us toward Jesus. 
   Next we see the Flames of the Fire of the Holy 
Ghost falling from Heaven. This Fire is not to 
destroy, but rather to empower, encourage, inspire 
and lead mankind to the will of God. 
   The Crown at the bottom represents the Power & Authority 
of Holy Ghost in this world. 



 

����The Fourth Window (east) 
The Mysterious Window 
 

   At first glance this window may appear to 
be only decorative—just a filler intended to 
balance the presentation.  However, if you 
look more closely, you will discover that it 
also has a story to tell.  
   This is the first window to let the light of 
day into the sanctuary—by the rising of the 
morning star.  It is the light that dispels the 
darkness of the night and shows the way to a 
n. 

 

a new beginning. In order to view that New Beginning, you 
must do an about-face—turn 180°—and gaze upon The 
Window of Christ. Only He can give New Beginnings.  
   When viewing The Window of Christ, most people focus 
upon the Crown of Thorns. While this is most significant,  
there is more. Just beyond the Crown of Thorns is the Halo of 
Redemption, representing the Trinity. This Halo appears in the 
crowns of all three windows. The Creation of God, the 
Sacrifice of Jesus and the Power of the Holy Ghost were all 
brought about for one purpose—the redemption of man.  
   The first light of day to enter the sanctuary shows the way to 
God through His Son Who brought light into this dark world 
of sin.  The Halo of Redemption shows all of us the Mercy of 
God—His bountiful forgiveness, powerful deliverance and 
gracious redemption. At the appropriate season of the year, 
when the sun comes shining through this window, it will also 
shine upon The Window of Christ, showing honor to the 
Sacrifice.
